Youth Work Weekend Procedure & Reminder Sheet 
 

Procedure: 
• Park in New Designated Parking Areas 
• Check in at Suits Hall when you arrive 
• Pick up cabin assignments and  

 Bottle of Windex 
 Newspapers 
 Bottle of bleach mixture 
 Sponge 
 Two rolls of toilet paper* 
 One roll of paper towels* 
 Cabin fire extinguisher* 
 Broom & dust pan* 

 (*These will stay in your cabins when you leave) 

• Move your group into your cabin(s) 
• As you do so sweep the floor 
• Bleach the mattresses 
• Clean the bathrooms 
• Wash the windows 
• We will work through the day until 5:00 p.m. 
• We will start evening program at 7:30 p.m. 
• As a leader you are responsible for making sure 

that everything is completed on the list before 
getting another project sheet. 

Reminders: 

BE SAFE!!  Donʼt let youth work in an unsafe 
manner.  Have a first aid kit with you wherever you 
are working. 
YOU ARE RESPONSIBLE for your youth!  Donʼt 
let them “just go” and wander.  This weekend is for 
you to deepen your relationships with your youth.

Some youth will need 
help/encouragement/prodding in order to do a 
good job, but a good job is what we need.
